The Santa Cruz Port District dredges the harbor channel berween November
and April of each year. During this time, please contact the dredge crew for
passing instructions on VHF channel 8. Prior to transiting the entrance,
mariners are advised to check tide and weather conditions and view the most
recent entrance sounding posted on the District’s website.
