¢ If carrying people aboard your vessel who do not
normally boat, ensure they are familiar with the
location of safety equipment.

+ Waterways may become crowded and distractions
numerous. Designate a person aboard the vessel
to help you act as a lookout.

* Always wear a properly fitted life jacket. Remember
that life jackets meant for adults DO NOT work for
children. On recreational vessel underway, children
under 13 years old must wear a Coast Guard
approved life jacket unless they are below decks or
in an enclosed cabin.
